you can talk about habitual actions in the past

you can talk about travel

you can describe people and things

you can talk about likes and dislikes

you can make offers and invitations

you can make requestes

you can ask for and give permission

you can talk about rules and regulations

you can offer help

you can give reasons for doing/not doing something
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
